At only 800 square feet, the BeauSoleil is a highly efficient starter home for singles, young
families, or empty-nesters. Subsequent versions of the BeauSoleil Home will also offer additional bedrooms for growing families. The BeauSoleil Home
will generate its own power from roof-top solar cells, collect its own drinking water from rainwater harvesting, and heat the water with solar energy.
Structural Insulated Panels (SIPS), low-energy appliances, lights, and a highly-efficient air-conditioning system will reduce overall energy use.
